His sculptures of
people performing familiar tasks in an ordinary life were created to
celebrate the great value in everyday activities, and to encourage
taking a moment to savor them. Johnson’s goal was not to just
create people performing routine tasks, but also to celebrate

the familiar and to recognize the great value within. These

familiar tasks are part of what makes us human and connects
